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The Police Department has a
video system for six front-line
squad cars and body cameras

for 13 officers.  They now have a
panoramic view in the car that

doubles the coverage area to
capture what other wise would
have occurred off screen.  Any
situation can be captured with

multiple high-definition camera
views based on the vantage point
of the officer and the police car.

The new cameras attach beneath
officers’ vests or shirts with a

powerful  magnet.  They allow
the officer to immediately attach

a report number to a given
situation.
